	PUBLIC PARTICIPATION


a. General
i. LMS Football Field Skipton : The Committee was addressed by Mr Roger Beck on behalf of the Coulthurst Craven Sports Centre Management Committee in respect of the forthcoming sale of the Skipton LMS Football field, located adjacent to Carleton New Road, Skipton, to the east and the land owned by the Coulthurst Craven Sports Centre.  In drawing the Committee’s attention to the land’s planning status, Mr Beck referred to the Council’s local planning policies, including a number of relevant policies deleted in 2007, and the position with regard to the National Planning Policy Framework. He also pointed out that the field had been used for football for 100 years and that any potential loss of the sports field would be of interest to Sports England and require the consent of the Secretary of State. 

The agents selling the site had indicated that it had potential for uses within Use Class D2; the proposed sale was therefore a matter of some concern to the local sports community.  He requested confirmation that

- that the land was protected and there was evidence of its listing as a sports field.
- that the sports field was listed as an asset of community value.
- that any possible development of the land would require consultation with Sports England
In responding to Mr Beck, the Development Control Manager stated that no planning applications concerning the sports field had been submitted to the Planning Department. The site was a sports field and met the definition of a sports field, Sports England would therefore be consulted on any application received, and if it objected the final decision would be a matter for the Secretary of State.  He was not able to comment on whether the site had been accepted as an asset of community value, as that process was not covered by the Planning Department. 
ii. 
Housing Supply : The Committee was also addressed by Mr Richard Lumsden, a resident of Skipton who had indicated that he wished to address the Committee on the matter of the surplus or shortfall of the current housing supply against the NPPF target.  Mr Lumsden advised the Committee that he had objected to an application currently with the Council.

In addressing the Committee, Mr Lumsden expressed the view that the Council had incorrectly calculated the current housing supply figure, he suggested that, as opposed to a deficit in the housing supply, there was actually a surplus of expected dwellings of 82. He presented details in support of his conclusion and pointed out that a surplus enabled case officers to give some consideration / weight to saved local plan policies, whereas in a deficit position saved policies were secondary to the supply figure. He asked the Committee to give urgent consideration to this issue and 

· request an independent review and report on the housing supply, and
· instruct the case officers that there was a housing supply surplus and that therefore much greater weight should be given to the saved local plan policies when assessing existing and future planning applications
In responding to Mr Lumsden, the Development Control Manager stated that having been given prior notification of Mr Lumsden’s concerns, the Spatial Planning Manager had been asked to provide notes on the calculation of the housing of the housing supply.  He handed Mr Lumsden a copy of the notes and all Members of the Committee present.  Members were asked to read the notes and bring them to the Committee’s next meeting on 27th September, 2013.

2. The approved plans comprise Plan Numbers 3035-017 Revision B; 3035-018 Revision A; 3035-019 Revision A; 3035-022; and 3035-022, received by the Local Planning Authority on the 16 July 2013. The development shall be completed in accordance with the approved plans except where conditions attached to this planning permission indicate otherwise or where alternative details have been subsequently approved following an application for a non-material amendment.
3. Prior to the first use of building materials on the site details and/or samples of all new materials to be used on the external surfaces of the buildings, including the proposed external walling and roofing materials, the design and colour of all window frames, doors, rainwater goods, and details of hard surfaced areas, shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority.  Development shall subsequently be carried out in accordance with approved details. 

4. No work shall commence on the external walling of the proposed building until such time as a sample panel, of at least 2 metres square area, showing the type of walling to be used and the style and colour of its pointing has been constructed on the site and inspected and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority.  Development shall be carried out in accordance with approved details. 

5. All external faces of windows and doors shall receive reveals of at least 100mm deep from the external face of the walls.

6. No barge boards, fascia boards or soffit boards shall be used in the carrying out of the development hereby approved and the roof(s) shall have slated verges.

7. The development hereby permitted shall not commence until full details of the proposed shop front(s) have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority.  The submitted details should be in the form of large-scale drawings and sections and show the design and materials of proposed pilasters, corbels, stallriser, fascia boards, and the shape and section of any mullions, transoms, and glazing bars.  Development shall be carried out in accordance with the approved details. 

8. There shall be no excavation or other groundworks, except for investigative works, or the depositing of material on the site until the access to the site has been set out and constructed in accordance with the published Specification of the Highway Authority and the following requirements: 
a. The crossing of the highway verge and/or footway shall be constructed in accordance with the approved details and/or Standard Detail number E6.
b. Any gates or barriers shall be erected a minimum distance of 4.5 metres back from the carriageway of the existing highway and shall not be able to swing over the existing highway.

c. Provision to prevent surface water from the site/plot discharging onto the existing or proposed highway shall be constructed in accordance with the approved details, and/or the specification of the Highway Authority and maintained thereafter to prevent such discharges. 
d. The final surfacing of any private access within 4.5 metres of the public highway shall not contain any loose material that is capable of being drawn on to the existing or proposed public highway. 
All works shall accord with the approved details. 

9. Notwithstanding the provision of any Town and Country Planning General Permitted or Special Development Order for the time being in force, the areas shown on Drawing No 3035-017‘ Scheme Layout (Ground Floor)’ for parking spaces, turning areas and access shall be kept available for their intended purposes at all times. 

10. Development shall not commence until actual or potential land contamination at the site has been investigated and a Phase I desk study report has been submitted to and approved in writing by the local planning authority. Should further intrusive investigation be recommended in the Phase I report, development shall not commence until a scope of works has been submitted to and approved in writing by the local planning authority. 

11. Should remediation be recommended in the Phase II Intrusive Site Investigation report, development shall not commence until a Remediation Strategy has been submitted to, and approved in writing by, the local planning authority. The approved remediation measures shall be implemented in accordance with the timescales in the approved Remediation Strategy.  In the event that remediation is unable to proceed in accordance with an approved Remediation Strategy or unexpected significant contamination is encountered at any stage of the process, the local planning authority shall be notified in writing immediately.  Revisions to the Remediation Strategy shall be submitted to, and approved in writing by, the local planning authority.  Works shall thereafter be carried out in accordance with the approved revised Remediation Strategy.

12. Following completion of any measures identified in the approved Remediation Strategy, a Validation Report shall be submitted within agreed timescales to, and approved in writing by, the local planning authority. The site shall not be brought into use until such time as all the validation data has been approved in writing by the local planning authority at the agreed timescales.

13. Notwithstanding any rights conferred by the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) Order 1995 (as amended), or any order revoking and re-enacting that Order, the Class A1 (shop) units hereby permitted shall not be put to a primary use within Class A3 (restaurants and cafes), A4 (drinking establishments) or A5 (hot food takeaways) of the Use Classes Order 1987 (as amended).

Permission Refused
24/2013/13815 Outline application for construction of two family homes on former quarry site, former quarry to rear of Draughton House, Draughton.
Reason for Refusal 
The application site comprises a former quarry where contamination issues may exist and it is therefore necessary for the risk to be assessed before the site can be considered with certainty to be suitable for development. Additionally, the proposals include development on areas of spoil, and in particular entail engineering operations to reduce the ground levels formed by spoil by 2 m prior to the construction of the northern plot. These works may give rise to land stability problems in addition to contamination issues. No suitable contamination or stability reports have been submitted in support of this application. It is therefore concluded that the application does not comply with the minimum requirement set out in the National Planning Policy Framework and there is insufficient information to enable the Local Planning Authority to consider the application favourably.

Statement of Positive Engagement : In dealing with this application Craven District Council has sought to approach the decision making process in a positive way, in accordance with the requirements of paragraphs 186 and 187 of the National Planning Policy Framework.  In particular the Council has: -

	SECTION 106 PLANNING OBLIGATIONS - VARIATIONS


a. Sports Pitch and Pavilion Giggleswick
The Strategic Manager for Planning and Regeneration submitted a report asking the Committee to consider a request submitted by Giggleswick School seeking to amend a Section 106 Planning Obligation relating to the School’s all-weather sports pitch and pavilion at Raines Road, Giggleswick.  The Obligation set out the hours the pitch and pavilion were offered for community use. 

The proposed alterations to the community use included a change during school term times which would mean replacement of a 8:00pm to 9:00pm time slot on Tuesdays and Thursdays, with a 4:00pm to 6:00pm slot on Sundays. Other changes related to access on bank holidays and the Christmas period. The School had also proposed the introduction of a paragraph to the Section 106 which would require the School to keep a record of bookings of the sports pitch and pavilion The alterations were supported by the Council’s Sports Development Officer, and were not considered to be a significant loss to the community leisure provision within the area; monitoring the use of the facility would in fact allow the Council to be aware of the level of supply and demand for such leisure facilities in the area.
It was recommended and after a brief discussion
Resolved – That officers are authorised to modify the Section 106 Planning Obligation relating to the Eshtons All-Weather Sports Pitch and Pavilion, Giggleswick in order to:

a. Remove community access between 8:00pm and 9:00pm on Tuesdays and Thursdays during Giggleswick School term time.

b. Remove community access at all times on the first Bank Holiday in May.

c. Remove community access between the 22nd December and the 5th January each year.

d. Clarify that on Good Friday, Easter Monday, Spring Bank Holiday Monday and August Bank holiday Monday the facility would be available for public use between the hours of 10:00am and 5:00pm.

e. Provide additional community access from 4:00pm to 6:00pm on Sundays during Giggleswick School term time.

f. Include a new requirement that Giggleswick School maintain a record of all bookings made for the hire of the sports pitch and pavilion and to make this available to Craven District Council for inspection on request.

g. To include a clause whereby should advance bookings not be made prior to commencement of the school term for a specific time slot when community access is to be afforded, the School can in the absence of advance bookings use the facility for the remainder of that school term.
b. Giggleswick School Sports Hall, Giggleswick

The Strategic Manager for Planning and Regeneration submitted a report asking the Committee to consider a request submitted by Giggleswick School seeking to amend a Section 106 Planning Obligation relating to the School’s sports hall. The Obligation set down the hours the hall was offered for community use.

The School’s request sought agreement to removal of community use of the hall between the hours of 5:00pm and 5:30pm on weekdays and at all times on May Day Bank Holiday, and to allow community use between 8:00pm and 8:30pm. The alteration was considered to be a minor alteration with no net loss of time and was supported by the Council’s Sports Development Officer and was not considered to represent a significant loss to the community leisure provision within the area.

Resolved – That officers are authorised to modify the Section 106 Planning Obligation relating to the Sports Hall on Mill Hill Lane, Giggleswick in order to remove community access between 5:00pm and 5:30pm on weekdays and at all times on May Day Bank Holiday, and provide additional community access from 8:00pm to 8:30pm on weekdays.

c. Stoney Croft Cowling
The Strategic Manager for Planning and Regeneration submitted a report asking the Committee to consider a request submitted by the owner of Stoney Croft, Fold Lane, Cowling that the Council agree to remove a Section 106 Planning Obligation which imposed a restriction on the occupation of a property, in that only a person(s) in the local area with a housing need could occupy it. At the request of Councillor Green, details of the businesses which had closed in Cowling Parish in the period since 1993 were circulated at the meeting.
It was pointed out that the property had only been accepted by the Council on the condition that the applicant entered into a Section 106 Planning Agreement to restrict the premises to a local occupancy restriction. The restriction required occupation of the dwelling to be limited to persons who lived and worked in the Parishes of Cowling, Glusburn, Lothersdale and Sutton in Craven. No affordability criteria had been attached and whilst there was no express restriction on the amount the property could be sold for, the Council could not unreasonably withhold its consent if the property remained unsold after having been diligently offered for sale through the preceding 12 months at a price not greater than 75% of its market value.
The Council’s Strategic Housing Team had objected to the proposed removal, and it was also officers opinion that the requirements of the Agreement with regard to marketing had not been satisfactorily met. It was therefore recommended that the request to remove the Agreement be refused. 
During the course of the ensuing discussion a number of Members expressed concern at the precedent that could be set by acceding to the request whereas others expressed the view that the employment situation in the area had changed significantly, and that in the intervening period other development had taken place in the area around the property; also the marketing whilst not meeting the criteria had not been unreasonable. It was moved and
Resolved – That the restrictions within the Section 106 Agreement in respect of Stoney Croft, Cowling are removed.

	PLANNING ENFORCEMENT - PROPERTY AT BELL BUSK AND GARGRAVE


Further to Minute PL.626/11-12, the Strategic Manager for Planning and Regeneration submitted a report asking the Committee to consider the way forward in respect of enforcement matters concerning land at Raven Flatt, Bell Busk and Eshton Road, Gargrave.  Significant progress had been made and it was therefore now recommended and, after a brief discussion
Resolved – (1) That a formal prosecution is not necessary at present with respect to compliance with the Enforcement Notice relating to land at Raven Flatt, Bell Busk.
(2) That no further action is presently required at the land known as Raven Flatt, Bell Busk, however the site should continue to be monitored by the Planning Enforcement Officers to ensure its condition does not deteriorate.
