NORTH YORKSHIRE LOCAL TRANSPORT BODY – APPOINTMENT OF ADVISORY (NON-VOTING) MEMBER

1. Purpose of Report - To agree the nomination of a Member to be appointed to serve as the Council’s advisory (non-voting) representative on the North Yorkshire Local Transport Body.  
2. Recommendations – Members are asked to agree 
2.1 That the Committee nominates a Member as the Council’s representative on the North Yorkshire Local Transport Body for 2013/14.  
3. Report

3.1 The Policy Committee at it’s meeting held on 22nd January 2013 was informed that following the devolution of funding for major transport schemes to Local Transport Bodies, North Yorkshire County Council had proposed to Government that a North Yorkshire Local Transport Body (LTB) be established.    

3.2 North Yorkshire County Council proposed that the seven North Yorkshire Councils nominate one representative to become a voting member of the Local Transport Body.  In addition to one combined vote, all seven North Yorkshire district councils could each appoint a Member to site on the LTB in an advisory non-voting capacity.  This will provide each district council with the opportunity to influence the prioritisation of investment.

3.3 It is understood that Councillor Jaquin has previously voluntarily attended a meeting as an observer and expressed an interest in taking on the role of Craven’s advisory (non-voting) member and Members are asked to consider making this appointment.  
3.4 It is recommended that for the purposes of the annual appointment of Members to outside bodies, this appointment should be listed as one which is subject to political proportionality.

Councillor Alan Skidmore Deputy Leader of Harrogate Borough Council has been appointed as the voting member representing all the districts.
