IT MIGHT BE NOTHING BUT……..IT COULD SAVE LIVES





Everyone who works, lives or visits our area has a role to play in helping to counter the terrorist and domestic extremist threat which remains real and serious. The police fully understand that people may be reluctant to tell them about suspicious activity or behaviour because they think “It’s probably nothing”.   But small things that seem out of place can be useful as part of a bigger investigation. Just one piece of information could be crucial in disrupting terrorist or extremist activity.





The Craven Community Safety Hub manages a live Counter Terrorism Local Profile (CTLP) which helps to assess the ongoing risk from terrorism or domestic extremism.  If you see or hear anything which gives you cause for concern, or seems out of the ordinary, you can use this form to let us know.  If you believe that there is an immediate threat to life from the information you, you should ring 999.





You can use this form to report: overheard conversations identifying community tensions (negative views towards refugees, immigrants etc.), graffiti or stickers depicting symbols of the Extreme Right Wing/ Left Wing, intelligence regarding any protests which could potentially become violent, vehicles being frequently parked in a particular space for no particular reason, people taking pictures etc.  





Anything that gives you an uneasy feeling is potentially information we need to know!
