Chairman’s report

Parish Matters

· Fairly quiet year. We welcome our new parish councillor ,Sophia Morgans, to her first AGM. All matters identified at last year’s AGM have been dealt with as detailed below.
· The trees in Kail’s Wood which had been identified as seriously rotting and dangerously overhanging the road have been either felled or reduced, as appropriate. The final cost for this was £2194.80, which was not far off the original rough estimate of £2K brought to last year’s meeting. This cost has been met from Parish funds.
· A new notice board has been purchased, with the help of a grant from Craven District Council, thanks to David Pighills. This will be erected when the weather is slightly better, and mounted on the wall next to the post box  rather than in Andras Farm garden. 
· The Parish Council has applied for and obtained a grant for repair of walling surrounding Poor Grass land. Approx. 150 metres is to be replaced, the grant is paid at £25 per metre and the cost to repair is £45 per metre. The work must be complete by August 2020

Village Hall Matters
· The Village Hall has been well used throughout the year with regular weekly meetings, successful Coffee Mornings and other events. Thanks once again to Bill and Hazel for doing the lettings and odd jobs, their contribution is much appreciated.
· The Parish Council have organised redecoration and repair of the Village Hall after the burst pipe above the Ladies toilet, in the very cold weather last year. The cost of this redecoration was met by the Insurance company – other than the cost of the excess. To avoid a similar occurrence work has been done to put an expansion vessel  below the ceiling.

No precept was levied during 2018/2019 nor will be during 2019/2020, as the Parish manages to meet its demands within current funds and funds raised through the year.

The only significant planned spend for the Parish Council in the coming year is the shortfall in the cost of repairing Poor Grass walling (a shortfall of £20 per metre). This will be funded from Rural payments income and land rentals. The wall will be repaired gradually from now to August 2020 and thus payments and claims will be spread over this period to ensure no negative impact on Parish funds.
